them crossed over on Feb. 17); 9292, 0 of 7; 

9298, 0 of 14; 9441, 0 of 1; 9445, 6 of 13; 9455, 4 

of 13; 9708, 1 of 8; and 9929, 0 of 3. Troop and 

Pack leaders, please follow up and make sure 

your transitioning Webelos are registered. They 

are not eligible for advancement or covered by
